KEILOR FOOTBALL CLUB

Procedure for Code of Conduct  Non-Compliance 

The following five step non-compliance strategy will be followed if anyone breaches the Keilor Football Club’s Code of Conduct  policy.  

1. Assume that the person is unaware of the Code of Conduct  policy.

2. A  club representative will approach the person breaching the policy and politely ask them to refrain from behaving in such a manner and remind them about the Code of Conduct  policy.  

3. If the offence continues, then the most senior club representative will verbally warn them again and hand over a formally written letter that outlines the club’s policy on Code of Conduct  .  The offending patron must also be made aware that if they don’t stop behaving badly then they will be required to leave the club’s facility.  The club’s executive committee will sign off on the letter.  This letter will be pre-written and kept both behind the bar and at the ground so that copies are readily available.     

4. If the offence does continue then the patron will be escorted out of the facility by  a senior club representative.     

5. Under no circumstances should the Keilor Football Club ’s Code of Conduct  policy be breached: No matter who the offender is.
